What is your favorite place in nature to visit and why? Artist William Trost
Richards was inspired by the nature around him as he painted Along the
Shore, which features waves crashing against the rocks near his house
in Newport, RI. You can use watercolor to create a painting of a place in
nature that inspires you too!

Create a watercolor painting of a nature scene that inspires you!

Grab a pencil and start sketching what you want your image to look like.
Wet your brush and use it to pick up paint from your palette. You can use this
paint to create larger areas of background color on your watercolor paper.

To add more details to your painting, wait a minute for your paper to partially
dry. Pick up paint from your palette, remove any extra water, and paint in those
smaller details like ripples, waves, and leaves.

You can practice on the larger sheets of watercolor paper and then create a
small painting on the watercolor postcards to send to your family and friends!
